Dairy Commodities

During the year, 13,843 MT SMP, 2,761 MT Butter, 1,200 MT WMP and 5 MT Ghee were 

traded at NCDFI eMarket through 'Forward Auctions' and 'Auction Sale'. Further, Reverse 

Auction (Dairy) was introduced on May 13, 2017 to meet the requirement of buyers. 

Through these auctions, 805 MT WMP, 900 MT SMP and 354 MT Butter were transacted 

during the year.

Brands that participated in the NCDFI eMarket auctions were Aavin, Amrut, Amul, Devbhog, 

Gokul, Maahi, Mahanand, Medha, Mother Dairy, Nandini, Parag, Rajhans, Sagar, Saras, 

Sudha, Verka, Vikas, Vita and Warana. Though both private and cooperatives are registered 

members on the portal, it is only the cooperatives which are allowed to sell dairy 

commodities on the portal.

I express immense gratitude to Karnataka Milk Federation (Nandini), Tamil Nadu Milk 

Federation (Aavin), Bihar State Dairy Federation (Sudha), Jalgaon Milk Union (Vikas) for 

routing all their bulk sales through the NCDFI eMarket. This decision resulted in higher 

realization of sale proceedings as the system concludes the prices considering the supply 

and demand. I take this opportunity to urge all members to consider exclusive bulk sales 

through the NCDFI eMarket.

              NCDFI eMARKET

Adoption of technology and its application to ensure better returns to dairy cooperatives and in turn to 

milk producers has been the prime focus of NCDFI. One such initiative was NCDFI eMarket which 

immensely benefitted dairy cooperatives across the Country. With eAuction of dairy commodities, the 

platform has created a benchmark for market prices at national level. Further, services are extended for 

procurement of cattle feed ingredients, packing material, chemicals and sugar. Details of the operations 

are as follows:

Packing Material

NCDFI eMarket extended its services to Packing Material on August 10, 

2017 to meet the requirement of cattle feed plants and dairy plants. 

These products include Packaging Film, Tin Containers, Bottles, Crates, 

Corrugated Boxes, HDPE/PP/Gunny Bags, etc. During the year, 

Tamilnadu Cooperative Milk Producers' Federation and Telangana 

State Dairy Development Cooperative Federation have procured 

packing material worth of ₹12 crores through the NCDFI eMarket.

Chemicals

NCDFI eMarket extended its services to Chemicals on February 28, 

2018 to facilitate purchases of dairy plants. These products include 

Bleaching Powder, Caustic Soda, Washing Soda, Nitric Acid, Idophor, 

Nuvan, etc. During the year, Telangana State Dairy Development 

Cooperative Federation procured Chemicals through the NCDFI 

eMarket.

Sugar

NCDFI eMarket extended its services to Sugar on March 19, 2018 to 

meet the requirement of Mother Dairy Calcutta. Other dairies are also 

expected to join shortly.

Cattle Feed Ingredients

NCDFI eMarket facilitates the procurement of all required agri 

commodities and minerals for cattle feed plants. During the year, 24 

cooperative cattle feed plants in the states of Andhra Pradesh, Gujarat, 

Karnataka, Kerala, Orissa, Rajasthan, Tamil Nadu and Telangana have 

procured 2,49,672 MT Maize, 87,622 MT DORB and 14,150 MT Rice 

Polish apart from other ingredients. Larger and diversified supplier 

base facilitates the cooperatives to get the required raw materials in 

time with competitive prices. Hence, many cattle feed plants are in the 

process to procure raw materials through the NCDFI eMarket.
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During the year, total business transacted at NCDFI eMarket was ₹903 crores consisting of dairy 

commodities worth of  ₹374 crores, cattle feed ingredients worth of  ₹516 crores, packing material worth of  

₹12 crores and chemicals/sugar worth of  ₹1 crore.

Long Term Investments are valued at cost less provision for diminution other than temporary, in 

value, if any as at the Balance sheet date.

In respect of Gratuity and Superannuation the Federation has set up NCDFI Limited Employee Group 

Gratuity Cum Life Assurance Trust Fund and NCDFI Limited Contributory Superannuation Scheme, to 

which contributions have been made.

Provident Fund contributions are being remitted to Employees Provident Fund Organization.

In respect of Leave Encashment for the staff of the NCDFI, the Federation is maintaining Group Leave 

Encashment Fund with LIC. 

Income tax provision comprises current tax provision and deferred tax provision. Current tax 

provision is made annually based on the tax liability computed after considering tax allowances and 

deductions.

Deferred tax is recognized on timing difference between the accounting income and the taxable 

income for the year that originates in one period and is capable of reversal in one or more 

subsequent periods. Such deferred tax is quantified using the tax rates and laws enacted or 

substantively enacted as on the balance sheet date.

Deferred tax asset are recognised and carried forward to the extent that there is reasonable certainty 

that sufficient future taxable income will be available against which such deferred tax can be realised.  

Balances in accounts of sundry debtors and sundry creditors are subject to confirmation by the 

parties.

Previous years figures have been regrouped / rearranged to make them comparable to those of the 

current year.
