Directors for the year 2019-20

Hon'ble Members,

On behalf of Board of Directors, | welcome you all to
the 50" annual general meeting of NCDFI.
| now present before you the Annual Report and the
Audited Statement of Accounts of your federation
fortheyear2019-20.

During the year 2019-20, NCDFI continued to
coordinate the sale of milk and milk products to
Institutions; facilitated online transactions of various
commodities at NCDFI eMarket; and worked for
genetic improvement of the cattle. NCDFI also
continued to utilize part of its surplus in the
developmental activities.

Institutional Sale

NCDFI coordinates the supply of milk and milk
products by dairy cooperatives across the country to
the Institutions such as the Ministry of Defence
(MoD), Indo-Tibetan Border Police (ITBP), and Indian
Railway Catering and Tourism Corporation (IRCTC).
| am pleased to present some of the key
achievements of NCDFI, in this domain.

Suppliesto MoD and ITBP

During the year, NCDFI coordinated the supply of
milk and milk products to 270 Army Supply Corp
Depots, 44 Indian Air Force, and 3 Indian Naval
Services Units under the Ministry of Defence.
Further, the requirement of Indo-Tibetan Border
Police was also met by the member cooperatives of
NCDFI.

Amul, Mahanand, Nandini, Saras, Verka, Visakha, and
Warana brand UHT Milk were supplied to MoD. Milk
product supplies were allocated to Bengaluruy,
Indore, Kaira, Ludhiana, Mehsana, Patiala,
Sangamner, and Warana Milk Unions; Mother Dairy
Bengaluru and Nandini Hi-Tech Plant. We are proud
to mention here that 110 cooperative dairies spread
across the country participated in the milk and milk
products supply. Contracts concluded during the
year were worth of 1,294 crores.

Meetings
Annual Review Meeting: NCDFl annually convenes a

meeting between the dairy cooperatives and senior
officials to review the supplies, procedures, and

payments. Accordingly, a meeting was convened at

New Delhi on June 26, 2019 which was chaired by
Major General Arvind Katoch, ADGST (SM),
Directorate General of Supplies & Transport, IHQ of
MoD. This meeting was attended by 60
representatives from the Ministry of Defence, NCDF],
and various dairy cooperatives.

Quality Control Meet: To curtail the rejections in the
milk product supplies, NCDFI initiated a Quality
Control Meeting at Anand on December 27, 2019 to
discuss the quality control aspects of the dairy
products. The meeting was Chaired by Major General
Arvind Katoch, ADGST (SM), Directorate General of
Supplies & Transport, IHQ of MoD and attended by
45 representatives from the Ministry of Defence,
NCDFI, various dairy cooperatives and Centre for
Analysisand Learningin Livestock and Food (CALF).

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Annual Review Meeting with Army/Coops at New Delhi
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NCDFI eMarket

Adoption of technology and its application to ensure
better returns to dairy cooperatives and in turn to
milk producers has been the prime focus of NCDFI.
One such initiative is NCDFI eMarket which has
immensely benefitted dairy cooperatives across the
Country. With the eAuction of dairy commodities,
the platform has created a benchmark for market
prices at the national level. | am happy to share that
during the year, eAuctions for milk were launched at
NCDFI eMarket. Further, services are extended for
procurement of cattle feed ingredients, fodder
seeds, edible oils, packing materials, chemicals,
sugar, etc. During the year, NCDFI eMarket also
extended its services to the Service Contracts such
as the hiring of labour, transport, godown hiring,
canteenservices, etc.

Dairy Commodities
During the year, transacted volumes at NCDFI

eMarket were 15,777 MT SMP, 5,028 MT Butter, 585
MT WMP, 475 MT Cheese, 221 MT Whey Powder,

25 MT Ghee apart from 4.77 crore litres of Raw Chilled
Milk (RCM) and 1.92 crore litres of Separated
Skimmed Milk (SSM). These transactions were done
at NCDFI eMarket through various types of auctions
i.e. 'Forward Auctions, 'Auction Sale', and 'Reverse
Auctions..

Brands that participated in NCDFI eMarket auctions
were Aarey, Aavin, Amrut, Amul, Devbhog, Gokul,
Krushna, Maahi, Mahanand, Medha, Mother Dairy,
Nandini, Parag, Rajhans, Sagar, Sanchi, Saras, Sudha,
Verka, Vijaya, Vikas, Vita, and Warana. Though both
private and cooperatives are registered members on
the portal, it is only the cooperatives that are
allowed to sell dairy commodities on the portal.

| express immense gratitude to the members for
routing their dairy commodity bulk sales through the
NCDFI eMarket. Their decision has resulted in the
realization of higher sale proceedings as the system
concluded the prices considering the supply and
demand scenario. | take this opportunity to urge all
members to consider exclusive bulk sales through
NCDFl eMarket.

Cattle Feed Ingredients

Besides the sale of milk and milk products, NCDFI eMarket also facilitates the procurement of all required agri
commodities for cattle feed plants. During the year, 47 cooperative cattle feed plants in the states of Andhra
Pradesh, Bihar, Gujarat, Himachal Pradesh, Jharkhand, Karnataka, Kerala, Madhya Pradesh, Maharashtra, Odisha,
Tamil Nadu, Telangana, and West Bengal procured required cattle feed ingredients through NCDFl eMarket. These
ingredients included 2,60,825 MT Rice Bran/Polish, 2,04,664 MT Maize, 26,345 MT Cotton Seed Meal, 22,705 MT
Mustard Meal, 11,930 MT Wheat, 9,525 MT Coconut Meal, etc. A large and diversified supplier base facilitates the
cooperatives to get the required raw materials in time with competitive prices.Hence, many cattle feed plants are
inthe processto procure raw materials through NCDFl eMarket.

Other Products

NCDFI eMarket additionally offered support for procurement of Sugar, Edible Oils, Packing Materials, Compound
Cattle Feed, Fodder Seeds, Chemicals apart from Scrap sales, and also concluded Service Contracts such as Hiring
of Labour, Transport, Godown Hiring, Canteen Services, etc.

Increased Transparency

We are consistently making efforts to update the Android application and have released updated versions of
NCDFI eMarket App periodically which enabled the users to remain updated with customized auction
information on a real-time basis. Further, NCDFl eMarket is publishing the results of eAuction in monthly 'Activity
Report' which is circulated to all members and is also available on the mobile application and website of NCDFI
eMarket. It gives larger publicity to the concluded trades and prices for different products apart from the
information on newly introduced commodities and services on NCDFI eMarket platform which further helps
cooperative buyers to get the products and services at much competitive prices.

NCDFI eMarket Meeting at Mumbai
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Members

The total registered members on NCDFl eMarket platform were 1,789 as on March 31,2020 represent the
participation from across the country. During the year, NCDFI arranged member meets at Mumbai,
Chennai and Erode to have their valuable inputs. Further, a meeting with the senior officials of the
Mother Dairy Delhi was convened at Anand to deliberate on extending the services of NCDFI eMarket.
NCDFI also participated in the 48" Dairy Industry Conference at Jaipur where it had an exhibition stall for
promoting the activities of NCDFl eMarket.

Considering a larger and diversified member base, | urge the cooperatives to actively utilize the services
of NCDFl eMarket.
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Transacted Value

During the year, total business transactions at NCDFI eMarket were to the tune of ¥ 2,047 crores
consisting of value-added dairy products worth of ¥ 595 crores, liquid milk worth of ¥ 208 crores, cattle
feedingredients worth of 21,110 crores and ¥ 134 crores worth of other products.
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NCDFI eMarket Meeting at Mumbai
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GENETIC IMPROVEMENT

To provide better access of good quality semen doses to the milk producers in the country, NCDFI has partnered
with NDDB Dairy Services for distribution of Frozen Semen Doses (FSDs) produced by Sabarmati Ashram
Gaushala (Gujarat), Animal Breeding Centre (Uttar Pradesh), Alamadhi Semen Station (Tamil Nadu), Rohtak Semen
Station (Haryana) and Rahuri Semen Station (Maharashtra). These semen stations are either owned or managed
by the NDDB Dairy Services.

These semen stations are equipped with the advanced and modern Semen Production facilities in the country
with sophisticated semen processing equipment adhering to stringent quality control tests. The semen straws

produced by these semen stations are marketed under the common brand name of 'SAG' which stands for
Superior Animal Genetics.

During the year 2019-20, combined sale from all these semen stations was 3.10 crore FSDs valued at ¥ 61 crores.

Statement of Accounting Policies (march 31,2020)

1.

These accounts have been prepared on historical cost basis.

a) AllIncome and Expenditure are recognized and accounted on accrual basis.
b) Income from service charges has been accounted on completion of supplies or on receipt of service fee/ TDS
certificate from the supplying members, whichever is earlier.

Fixed assetsinclude all expenditure of capital nature and are stated at cost less depreciation.

Depreciation on fixed assets has been provided as per written down value method at the rates prescribed in Income Tax
Rules.

Long Term Investments are valued at cost less provision for diminution other than temporary, in value, if any, as at the
Balance Sheet date.

In respect of Gratuity and Superannuation the Federation has set up NCDFI Limited Employee Group Gratuity Cum Life
Assurance Trust Fund and NCDFI Limited Contributory Superannuation Scheme, to which contributions have been
made.

Provident Fund contributions are being remitted to Employees Provident Fund Organization.

In respect of Leave Encashment for the staff of the NCDFI, the Federation is maintaining Group Leave Encashment Fund
with LIC.

Income tax provision comprises current tax provision and deferred tax provision. Current tax provision is made annually
based on the tax liability computed after considering tax allowances and deductions.

Deferred tax is recognized on timing difference between the accounting income and the taxable income for the year
that originates in one period and is capable of reversal in one or more subsequent periods. Such deferred tax is
quantified using the tax rates and laws enacted or substantively enacted as on the balance sheet date.

Deferred tax asset are recognised and carried forward to the extent that there is reasonable certainty that sufficient
future taxable income will be available against which such deferred tax can be realised.
